A SUMMARY OF THE TEN COMMANDMENTS
The Lord spoke to you face to face out of the fire on the mountain.  “I am the Lord your God, who brought  you out of Egypt, out of the land of slavery.”

Deuteronomy 5:4,6
Have you ever thought about how all-encompassing the Ten Commandments are?  The first one, “Thou shalt have no other gods before Me,” (Deut. 5:7 KJV), means to let God be God.  Get rid of all the rest, and let Him be God.  There is a sense in which the other nine commandments are commentaries on, or consequences of that first commandment.  When the second commandment says, “Thou shalt not make thee any graven image,” it is talking about our relationship to everything that is not God.  We are not to put anything in the place of God.  So the first covers our relationship to God and the second our relationship to everything else.
The third commandment has to do with the sanctity of language.  You cannot get any closer to a human being than dealing with that person’s means of expression.  The fourth one has to do with the sanctity of time.  Time is the boundary of the human experience.  Therefore, the thing closest to us (language) and the thing farthest from us (time) come under   God’s Law.  The fifth has to do with the sanctity of the home, the sixth with the sanctity of life, and the seventh with the sanctity of sex.  Every human being comes from a home, has life, and has a gender, and God wants to ensure that we order our lives correctly so that all these areas will be areas of blessing and not curse.

The eighth commandment has to do with our relationship to possessions and the ninth deals with our relationship to truth.  Possessions are our most earthly reality, and truth is our most transcendent reality.  Finally, the tenth commandment deals with our desires.  All aspects of our life are too come under His control, not because He likes to control but because He knows what is best for the children He has made.  
Some Further Thoughts on God’s Law
I will put my law in their minds

And write it on their hearts.

I will be their God, 

And they will be my people.

Jeremiah 31:33

Inside the temple of God, the Holy of Holies contained the ark of covenant, and inside that ark were the tablets of the Law.  I am enamored at the fact that the Law of God is in the most sacred place of His presence.   When God spoke from Mt. Sinai and gave the Israelites the Law, he was presenting them with rules to be followed.  He was revealing His character, His nature and His will for them.  This God whom Israel was supposed to follow, and whom we are supposed to follow today, is the Holy One.  The name of God reflects His holy nature, and there is no way to bypass His holiness, we are going to come into His presence.
I used to think that the Law was an Old Testament phenomenon; I found that when Jesus interacted with anyone, before the conversation was finished, He had introduced the Law into the dialogue.  Jesus asked the woman at the well about her husband, He told the woman caught in adultery to go and sin no more, and Zacchaeus returned all that he had stolen.  The key difference in the New Testament is that the Spirit of Jesus is given to enable humans to keep God’s law.  Now the Spirit of God writes them on human hearts.  Have you allowed the Spirit to write His law on your heart and are you living by that law? Not out of legalism to a letter, but out of love for a person.
