Reflection:

You’ve just led someone to Christ!  This is absolutely the most fantastic event that will ever occur in that person’s life!   A soul has been snatched from the power of the enemy!  He has been placed by the Holy Spirit into the Body of Christ, covered and cleansed by the blood of Christ, adopted into the family of God.  The angels in heaven are singing and celebrating.

And yet, as the newly born Christian lifts his expectant eyes from saying the “sinner’s prayer”, often there exists a feeling of uncertainty.  “Am I supposed to feel something?  Are bells and whistles supposed to go off?  Can I really be certain that I am fully forgiven and accepted by God, or is there still something I need to do?.”

What this person needs is assurance that he’s saved.  Assurance that is based on what God has promised.  The issue is not feelings, but faith based on the fact that God promised.  Our job at this point is to settle his confidence that Christ has entered his life, has saved him, has re-created him and will never leave nor forsake him.  Our study and verse lays that foundation.
