5. “Fellowship”

Scripture Study:  Hebrews 10:19-25

Memory Verse:  Hebrews 10:24, 25

Reflection:

Through the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ, God makes it possible that sinful people might have a right relationship with a Holy God.  God’s goal for the new believer is not only that he knows he’s “saved” by receiving Christ into his life to be his savior and Lord, but also that he discovers the joy of knowing Christ.  God desires that Christians grow spiritually and begin to evidence the character of Jesus as described in the fruit of the spirit (Gal. 5:22, 23).
But when a person meets God at the cross of Jesus Christ, he also needs to understand that God places him into His family: the body of Christ.  The Christian may have a personal relationship with God, but that does not mean he is isolated from other believers.  As the body of Christ, Christians are to realize they are “one body in Christ, and individually members one of another”. (Rom:12:5).
In light of this fact, fellowship—the sharing in the life of Christ with other believers—is very important.  As one author stated: “Fellowship is as important to our spiritual life as exercise is for our physical bodies.  Who could continue in the Christian life without fellowship?  How would you last without the regular encouragement and stimulation of Christian fellowship?”

In our study of God’s Word we will discover the importance of fellowship.  Fellowship is being responsible for and accountable to those in the body of Christ.
